“He told us that he didn’t expect us to be perfect because we were
learning,” she said. “That calmed me down. It was a turning point for me.
It allowed me to go to college to learn instead of trying to get an ‘A.’ After
that, | was actually able to excel in my English composition class, which
was awesome.”

Daniels-Smith also recommended that students utilize the college’s Math
and Writing Centers, both of which have tutors and other materials to help
students.

“These were tools that were vital to my success,” she said. ‘I
recommend that everyone use them. They made a huge difference.”

Additionally, Daniels-Smith recognized the importance of assistance she
received from the CHC Extended Opportunity Programs and Services
(EOPS) Office, a state funded program to assist students continue their
education, and from the Financial Aid Office. She particularly recognized
EOPS Counselor Troy Dial, who she credited with always being accessible
and encouraging her.

“| couldn’t have done this without EOPS and Financial Aid,” she said.

Smith advised everyone to check and see if they qualify for financial
assistance, even if they believe they don't qualify.

“There is so much opportunity, you should just do it,” she said. “You
will be surprised.”
