geography	
 Define	the	concept	of	culture,	appreciate	other	cultures	and	interact	with	members	of	those	cultures	in	relation	to	their	own	
 Apply	their	knowledge	of	Arabic	language	and	culture	beyond	the	classroom	in	interactions	within	multicultural	communities	and	

the	world
