21 students were assessed and of that, 14 met or exceeded the course slo and 1 did not meet or exceed
the course slos. Six students were not assessed Lack of general attendance and a resulting lack of
completion of projects. appear to be connected to students not achieving the level of understanding of
the course information Students who were not assessed did complete the work contained in the final
portfolio due to lack of attendance, thereby not providing the opportunity to be assessed. This does not
impact the overall success of the program as attendance issues are symptomatic of academia at large.
The majority of students successfully achieved the slos as evidenced by the assessment. Of the 21
students who met or exceeded the slos, | feel that their success was directly connected to their
performance in the course, including attendance, participation in class dialogue and project completion
as the slo is an indicator of retention and understanding of the course info throughout the semester.
The slos were designed to assess overall understanding of the course information upon completion of
the course.

5. Use of Results (Implications for Program Improvement & Planning)

The assessment data tells us that the course information was understood and retained, therefore
meeting or exceeding the slos. We are confident that our slos for this course are in line with the material
and that our assessment serves to exemplify the retention of information. Because of this, we will
continue to use them in assessment.
