Students will be asked to create a complete animation of a robot insect taking flight including flapping
wings and swapping of constraints.

3. Criteria for Success (Benchmark)

70% of all students who complete the assignment will be rated at 3 or higher.

4. Summary of Evidence

77% of all students scored a 3 or higher. The majority of students showed satisfactory understanding of
constraints, however additional time was needed for the project for full mastery.
