to meet those requirements:

. Hosting a noon time dance performance of a local Native American Tribe and providing
information about that particular tribe’s history, cultural practices, and beliefs.

. Showing a documentary film that addresses current societal topics such as gender roles, religion,
etc., facilitating a discussion afterwards, and asking faculty members who teach these topics in
their curriculum to provide extra credit for attending the event. Possible movies include:
