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The Associate in Arts-Transfer (AA-T) degree in Spanish at Crafton Hills College is intended for students who plan to transfer and complete a 
bachelor's degree in Spanish or a similar major at a CSU campus. A student completing the Associate in Spanish for Transfer will have a solid 
background in reading, speaking, and comprehending Spanish and will have developed an understanding and appreciation of Hispanic 
culture. This degree is extremely relevant due to the high percentage of Spanish speakers living in California. 
 
 
The following are required for all AA-T and AS-T degrees 

1. Complete 60 CSU-transferable semester units. 
2. Minimum grade point average (GPA) of at least 2.0 in all CSU-transferrable coursework.  (While a minimum of 2.0 is required for 

admission, some majors may require a higher GPA.  Please consult with a counselor for more information. 
3. Completion of a minimum of 23 semester units with a “C” or better in all courses required for this major. 
4. Certified completion of the California State University General Education-Breadth pattern (CSU GE Breadth) OR the Intersegmental 

General Education Transfer Curriculum-CSU (IGETC-CSU) pattern general education requirements.
