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The objective of this certificate is to train students to perform basic life support in the pre-hospital setting. Successful completion of the
certificate program identifies the student has met the educational requirements as an Emergency Medical Technician and eligibility to take
the National Registry Examination. This is a state certificate program.

Admission: Open to all students who are 18 years of age or greater at the time of registration and meet the reading
pre-requisite through the CHC assessment process. Registration is limited to a class size of thirty-six students.

Note: Prior to starting this program the student must show proof of a clear criminal background check.

Certificate Requirements:

Students intending to earn a certificate from the Crafton Hills College EMT Program must complete all of the courses required for the
certificate in residence at Crafton Hills College and must earn a “C” (80%) or better in all coursework required as a part of the certificate.
