e Are there internship opportunities available on campus, or in the community?

e Canlenroll part-time, take courses in the late afternoon, evening, weekends or during
the summer?

HOW MUCH DOES YOUR COLLEGE COST?

e Whatis the cost of tuition, books, supplies, housing and parking? When do I pay for
those fees?

e Whatare the chances that the fees will increase and when will I know?
e Dolhave to send in a deposit to confirm my intention to enroll? How much and when?

WHAT TYPE OF FINANCIAL AID IS AVAIL ABLE?

e  When and how do I apply for financial aid? When will T know if T qualify for financial
assistance?

e Are there scholarships available that I can apply for?
e Are there employment opportunities available on campus?

WHAT ARE ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR ADMISSION?

e Whatare your admission requirements for transfer students?
