When do I pay
for those fees? Do you have payment plans?

e Do I have to pay a deposit to confirm my intention to enroll? How much and when?

WHAT TYPE OF FINANCIAL AID IS AVAIL ABLE?
e  When and how do I apply for financial aid? When will T know if T qualify for financial
assistance and how much?
