They need to be added to Informed 
Consent Form. 

2. The confidentiality and anonymity 
protections need to be described. 

3. The proposal mentions that participants 
will receive professional development 

credit even if they don’t complete 

survey or interview, but needs to be 
mentioned in consent form. 

4. The Informed Consent Form also needs 
to mention that a participant may 

choose to not participate at any time 

during the workshop.
