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Committee Charge 
 
Curriculum 
 
The Curriculum Committee is authorized by the Academic Senate to make recommendations to the Board of Trustees about the 
curriculum of the college, including approval of new courses, deletion of existing courses, proposed changes in courses, periodic 
review of course outlines, approval of proposed programs, deletion of programs, changes in programs, review of degree and 
certificate requirements, and approval of prerequisites and co-requisites.  The Curriculum Committee meets twice per month. 
 
Additionally, The Faculty Members of the Curriculum Committee shall: 
 

• Review and approve curriculum as submitted in a timely manner.  (including updating and distributing a list of important 
dates) 

• Develop a procedure for the approval of courses for general education 
• Work with the Curriculum Committee at San Bernardino Valley College to ensure appropriate courses are equated 
• Work with discipline faculty to evaluate the currency of discipline specific majors 
• Provide continued training to faculty in the process of writing curriculum, CurricUNET and Title 5 changes 
• Makes recommendation to the senate about general education policies 
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
