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A student receiving a degree in this field will be able to:

• Demonstrate appropriate knowledge of the Arab world regarding social interactions, beliefs, values, arts, literature, music and 

geography 
• Define the concept of culture, appreciate other cultures and interact with members of those cultures in relation to their own 
• Apply their knowledge of Arabic language and culture beyond the classroom in interactions within multicultural communities and 

the world

1. Complete the requirements for an associate degree. 
2. Complete a minimum of twenty (20) units with a “C” or better in each course in the following program.
