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The Associate of Arts degree in Child Development is designed to prepare professionals to teach in an early learning environment such as
preschool. This degree can also assist in preparation to teach in primary and intermediate grades.

related to high-quality care and education of young children
e  Design, implement and evaluate environments and activities that support positive, development and play and learning outcomes
for all young children

e Develop strategies that promote partnerships between programs, teachers, families and their communities
e  Demonstrate ethical standards and professional behaviors that deepen understanding, knowledge and commitment to the EC/CD

profession
