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The Associate of Science degree in Health Sciences allows students to explore many aspects of science and health-related
issues. This degree prepares students for health care professional programs including nursing, dental hygiene and other
health professional programs.

To complete the requirements for the Associate of Arts for this degree*, a student must:
1. Complete the requirements for an associate degree.
2. Complete a minimum of thirty (30) units with a “C” or better in each course in the following multidisciplinary program.
3. Complete elective units to meet the minimum 60 units required for the associate degree.
